As on date we have only 6 media and out of these 6 Medias the oldest and ancient media is
the only “Theatre” which should be called according to me islive media and rest of the all 5
Medias are the dead OR one day old media...

1) Radio Media...we can only listen.

2) Print Media... we can only read.

3) Film Media... which is larger than life media and it gives only an illusion.

4) Television Media... which gives miniature life’s vision but only.

5) New Media... SMS, Internet, MMS, Whatsapp, You Tube etc are seems to be non
realistic and it gives a vision of illusion in Two Dimension Only.

6) “Theatre”.. where we can experience a live and a real face to face experience and
there is not at all illusion, there is only realty, only fact is there to live and real
experience.

Bidar is a part of Karnataka State and it is also called cap of Karnataka State, Bidar is
surrounded by three states Karnataka, Andhra Pradesh and Maharashtra... So we can see
the cultural influence and shades in Arts also in Bidar Folk Arts. In last two decades we can
notice that the Folk Art was slowly converted in to the comfort of city artists: means cut
down in duration of performances, minimized in costumes, properties, sets, lights, makeup
and music etc. Only few people are trying to save the vanishing folk arts... and if this will
continue in future then in coming 10 to 20 years we will be losing many of them. One more
examplesare using anold Kannada language in Folk Arts and Drama, Now 98% Artists are
using easily spoken language and forgetting old language, there is lack of interest and lack
of sincerity for learning...

Somehow we have to do the needful otherwise we will be losing completely our old Ancient
folk arts.

My recent research shows that Shri Rajendra Singh Power from Bidar is a Master of
Harmonium and practicing and playing Harmonium for last 50 years but now no one is
really ready to learn this great art from him...!!!What a great lose of real old Performing
Art. !N

I researched and finally found only one way to save any vanishing art form is to belearning
and practice it and in future handover it to the upcoming generation. So keeping in this
mind I designed and directed two plays in Kannada and in Old Kannada, It was performed
by my team in city and as well as in small villages. We have done total seven shows in
seven different places and it was watched by more than 14000 peoples. I can say it was a
great experience and great success. In near future we will show the same plays to more
audience.



Theatre...

Theatre or Theater is a collaborative form of fine art that uses live performers, typically
actors or actresses, to present the experience of a real or imagined event before a live
audience in a specific place, often a stage. The performers may communicate this
experience to the audience through combinations of gesture, speech, song, music, and
dance. Elements of art, such as painted scenery and stagecraft such as lighting are used to
enhance the physicality, presence and immediacy of the experience.The specific place of
the performance is also named by the word "theatre"” as derived from the Ancient
GreekOsatpov (théatron, "a place for viewing"), itself from Oscouat (thedomai, "to see”,
"to watch", "to observe").

Our Sanskrit Theatre...

(Sanskrit Drama, The Oldest is theKoodiyattam from south of Karnataka)

The earliest-surviving fragments of Sanskrit drama date from the 1st century AD.The
wealth of archeological evidence from earlier periods offers no indication of the existence
of a tradition of theatre. The ancient Vedas (hymns from between 1500 and 1000 BC that
are among the earliest examples of literature in the world) contain no hint of it (although
a small number are composed in a form of dialogue) and the rituals of the Vedic period do
not appear to have developed into theatre. The Mahabhasya by Patanjali contains the
earliest reference to what may have been the seeds of Sanskrit drama. This treatise on
grammar from 140 BC provides a feasible date for the beginnings of theatre in India.

The major source of evidence for Sanskrit theatre is A Treatise on Theatre (Natyasastra), a
compendium whose date of composition is uncertain (estimates range from 200 BC to 200
AD) and whose authorship is attributed to Bharat Muni. The Treatise is the most complete
work of dramaturgy in the ancient world. It addresses acting, dance, music, dramatic
construction, architecture, costuming, make-up, props, the organization of companies, the
audience, competitions, and offers a mythological account of the origin of theatre. In doing
so, it provides indications about the nature of actual theatrical practices. Sanskrit theatre
was performed on sacred ground by priests who had been trained in the necessary skills
(dance, music, and recitation) in a [hereditary process]. Its aim was both to educate and to
entertain.

*Performer playing Sugriva in the Koodiyattam form of Sanskrit theatre...

Under the patronage of royal courts, performers belonged to professional companies that
were directed by a stage manager (sutradhara), who may also have acted. This task was
thought of as being analogous to that of a puppeteer...

The literal meaning of "Sutradhara” is "holder of the strings or threads". The performers
were trained rigorously in vocal and physical technique. There were no prohibitions
against female performers; companies were all-male, all-female, and of mixed gender.
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Certain sentiments were considered inappropriate for men to enact, however, and were
thought better suited to women. Some performers played characters their own age, while
others played ages different from their own (whether younger or older). Of all the
elements of theatre, the Treatise gives most attention to acting (abhinaya), which consists
of two styles: realistic (lokadharmi) and conventional (natyadharmi), though the major
focus is on the latter.

Its drama is regarded as the highest achievement of Sanskrit literature. It utilizedstock
characters, such as the hero (nayaka), heroine (nayika), or clown (vidusaka). Actors may
have specialised in a particular type. Kalidasa in the 1st century BCE is arguably
considered to be ancient India's greatest Sanskrit dramatist. Three famous romantic plays
written by Kalidasa are the Malavikagnimitram (Malavika and Agnimitra),
Vikramuurvashiiya (Pertaining to Vikrama and Urvashi), and Abhijiianasakuntala (The
Recognition of Shakuntala). The last was inspired by a story in the Mahabharata and is the
most famous. It was the first to be translated into English and German. Sakuntald (in
English translation) influenced Goethe'sFaust (1808-1832).

The next great Indian dramatist was Bhavabhuti (c. 7th century AD). He is said to have
written the following three plays: Malati-Madhava, Mahaviracharita and Uttar
Ramacharita. Among these three, the last two cover between them the entire epic of
Ramayana. The powerful Indian emperor Harsha (606-648) is credited with having
written three plays: the comedy Ratnavali, Priyadarsika, and the Buddhist drama
Nagananda.

Modern Western theatre comes, in large measure, from ancient Greek drama, from which
it borrows technical terminology, classification into genres, and many of its themes, stock
characters, and plot elements. Theatre artist Patrice Pavis defines theatricality, theatrical
language, stage writing and the specificity of theatre as synonymous expressions that
differentiate theatre from the other performing arts, literature and the arts in general.

Modern theatre, broadly defined, includes performances of plays and musical theatre.
There are connections between theatre and the art forms of ballet, opera (which uses
staged, costumed performances with singing and orchestral accompaniment) and various
other forms.

Folk Arts & Dances of Karnataka...

Folk performing arts represent the cultural segments of a particular region and language.
The performances presented on the stage or open fields are blended with songs, dances,
facial expressions (with or without make-up), and music. These elements form the basis of
any folk performing art. Audience is the most important element, whether it is an indoor
or outdoor performance. The complexity traits of the performing arts gained popularity in
a few regions because of its regional uniqueness. According to a recent study, regional art
forms like 'Boodkali' of Coorg, 'Daasaraata’ of North Karnataka and few other dance
forms have lost their popularity due to the advent of electronic media - satellite television,
video games, internet and so on.
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To know the folk art, on the forefront it is essential to know the territorial limitations of
the State. Based on an academic study on the folk performing arts of Karnataka, the State
has three major territories and one province namely:

1. Coastal Karnataka: ( South and North Kanara; Arabian Sea belt )

2. South Karnataka: From Chitradurga towards South i.e., Tumkur, Kolar, Bangalore,
Mysore, Mandya, Hassan, Shimoga and Chickmagalur.

3. North Karnataka: From Chitradurga towards North i.e.,, Belgaum, Bijapur,
Bidar, Gulbarga, Dharwad, Bellary, Koppal, and Raichur area.

Doddata...

In Northern Karnataka the open theater folk performance takes place which is similar to
the muudalapaayayakshagana. Geographically the northern style of folk theater is
identified as doddaata. All these art forms are diminishing without patronage. This dying
art can be revived only if government take initiative step to document and promote this
art form.

Bolakaat...

According to a legend 'Lord vishnu' took various avatars (in Carnation) for the destruction
of the evil demons. To destroy the demon 'Bhasmasura’ Vishnu danced in the 30 varieties
and one among them is 'Bolkat'. This dance is performed in front of oil lamp in an open
field. This performed exclusively by men in the Kodava Dress. Performers in their hand
‘chavari’ (Yak-animal fur) and in another hand holds 'Kodava (Sickle') kodavakatti.

Many regional variations are found in dance forms that few performers use only ‘chavari’
and dance to the tune of 'Dudi’. When they dance with a sickle in their hand it is identified
as 'kattiyaata’. They sing songs to the tune of 'Dudi’, an hour glass drum on theme of
Kodava heroic deeds of gods and goddess of the region.
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JooduHaligi...

Two artistes produce rhythmic notes of astounding energy and power use the “JOODU
HALIGI”, Means two percussion instruments. Their movements along the stage expressive
of their physical energy harmonize with the notes produced on the instrument.

The “Haligi' circular in shape is made of buffalo hide. A short stick is used on it.
The notes combined the bodily movement pervade the stage and overflow to the
audience. Minimum number of artiste: 2+1

GaarudiGombe or
Tattiraaya Giant Sized Dolls or
Puppets(Procession Puppets)...

In Karnataka the street procession performance includes the giant sized dolls or the
puppets made out of bamboo sticks. The body is rapped with colourful costumes of the
regional dress, sometime the replica of the live human theatre i.e. "Yakshagana". The face
of the puppet is made out of bamboo basket and applied on paper mesh with suitable
make-up. During the fair and festival procession of the temple the giant sized dolls will be
the central attraction to the on lookers. The dolls or giant sized pupates are dummy, huge
doll, on manifestation, the whole structure is hollow, permitting a person to get inside to
carry the entire structure on his shoulder and dance. Provision is made for the person to
see from inside. This kind of processional pupates are also called in different names
according to the regions. In Coastal Karnataka this kind of dolls have been called
"Tattiraaya” (‘tatti' means bamboo sticks ‘raaya’ a suffix word; the person who carried
bamboo sticks huge doll or puppet) In South Karnataka the same dolls are bee called as
"gaarudigombe” ("gaarudi'- means magical and ‘gombe’ means puppet). However the use
of the giant-dolls in procession is to make fun and also to ward off the evil spirit. The giant-
sized puppets are usually found during the temple festivals and they depict various social
characters from Indian folk and classics.

The total weight of the each doll usually 10 to 12 Kilograms, height remains normally 10
feet to 12 feet. During the procession few performers wear simple masks of different
characters and enacts with giant- sized dolls.

Putting on disguises like a tiger ("huliveesha') or bear ("karadivessha') and bringing
monkeys to dance to the tamers tune are itinerants common to South India.

In south Tamil Nadu (Dravidian States of South India) and Karnataka dancing like
animals and making animals dance are popular entertainment. There is also a custom
dancing with a bull-mask, some may use even bear- mask. In Karnataka the peacock
dances (navilukunita) are part of the dummy horse dance (kiilukudurekunita) is more
popular during the procession.
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The dummy horse-dance is popular in Tamil Nadu States, called "PoyyakaalKutirai” (false
legged horse). A shape of light material (bamboo sticks) resembling a full-size horse is
made with a hollow inside, to allow a person to stand wearing the contraption. The man
stands with the horse-shape attached to him in the middle and dance to the rhythmic
pattern.

Kudubi ‘Hooli’ (tribal) Dance...

'Kudubi's are tribal group and speak mixed Marathi dialect in the Northern Coastal
Karnataka. Being the tribal group the men folk perform the "Holy Dance and songs' during
the 'holy’ festival. The men folk decorate themselves with a turban and wild flowers
‘abbalige’ and hold ‘gummate’ a percussion instrument made of clay. Beating the drum the
men folk dance in circle and footsteps of the dance moves in semi circular shape. Only on
the day of 'Holy' festival such performance takes place at countryside. The men folk or the
'Hooly' dancers go in group and dance on front of the land lord and receives reward either
cash or in kind. The collected money and grains are used for the grand festival of the 'Holy'
day. The similar kind of 'Hooly' is also popular in the Marathi Naik's ethnic group of
UdupiTaluk. They also use the percussion instrument is called 'gummate’.

It is believed that these people who are migrated once upon a time from the Goa towards
South Canara and settled permanently. It is said that at Goa the Maratha people and
Hindus are objectively forced to accept the Christianity, to avoid the religious conversion
the 'Maratha’, 'Kudubi' and 'Konkani' people migrated and settled in this region.

'Hooly' which takes place in the month of March is an important festival observed by the
Maratha's and Kudubis. The kith and kin join together before the chief’s house or before
the temple.

The festival associated with certain rites like worshiping a coconut in front of the "Tulasi"
shrine. After the rites of the initial day they set out on a dance tour in the neighboring
villages. Returns on the last day and get together on front of the community chief’s house
or on front of the temple and dance with merry, finally offer the worship to 'Tulasi’ shrine,
and share the food. The songs sung in Marathi language, few are in Kannada language,
along this the dancing troupe sings the Kolaata" (stick dance) songs which are very
melodic and the dance resembles of the Goa Konkans "Dandia” (stick dance) dance form.

SuggiKunitha...

The festival dance of the "Haalakkivakkaliga” performed by men folk during the harvest
season, the dance is called "SuggiKunita" in the North Coastal Karnataka.

The "hooli" festival begins in the month of the march, the dance starts on full moon day or
an earlier 4 days before the full moon. In group either 12 or 14 men folk move from village
to village by beating the "Gummate" (percussion) drums and sing about the song of
fertility, they collect the cash and grains and on full moon day perform dance on front of
the community house.



The artist has beautiful costume and headgear made of softwood, decorated with many
carved birds and flowers, looks like crown of fertility. The group dance with sticks and
sometime with peacock feathers. Along with clown characters amuses the audiences, the
minor comic characters are identified as 'sooginavaru’ or 'haasyagaararu’.
